Jesus said ...

Nag Hammad® is a small town on the river Nile, on the north of the Valley of the Kings?,
where, in 1945, two farmers found a jar of clay containing a linen roll with early Christian
aged® handwritings drawn in Coptic?, a language from the Egyptian branch of the Hamite-
Semitic language®.

The texts, which originals in Greek language appear to belong to the 1° century AD, were
copied during the 4th century (as resulting by some writings) and constitute an important
source of information about the belief of a sect the Church of the origins considered heretic.
These texts are kept at the Coptic Museum of the Cairo. The texts turned out to be authentic
and represent the most ancient witness of Christ's existence. The other four Gospels have in
fact been written during the 2nd century AD. The Church considers such writings apocryphal,
that is non-authentic, false, unsure, even if apocrypha (from the Greek apokryphos,
«unveiled») means «books kept hidden».

One of these writings, were attributed to different Apostles, it's the Gospel of Thomas®, which
collects all Jesus' sayings, most of them similar to the ones in the New Testament. The text is
made of sayings attributed to Jesus and it's called «The Gospel according to Thomas», which
starts with «And he said»

! Nag Hammad is placed at a distance of about 50 km from Quina and from Luxor, in east
centre Egypt.

2 Necropolis placed on the west side of the river Nile facing Luxor, in Egypt, place where the
Pharaohs of the New Kingdom (1570-1070 BC) used to be buried. Although being close to the
river, the valley is hided by tall rocks and the way to get there is long, narrow and tortuous.

4 The name «Copt» comes from the Greek word Aigyptos, i.e. «Egypt» through its Semitic
adjustment. Coptic is the evolution of the ancient Egyptian language and was highly influenced
by Greek and other Semitic languages. At first Coptic cohabited with Demotic Egyptian, that is
its literal version used from the 700 AC until about the 400 AD, but later Coptic overcame
Demotic.

> The Hamite-Semitic family divides it self in five independent branches: Semitic, Berber,
Cuscitic, Nilotic (also called Omotic and considered by some people the western version of
Cuscitic) and Chasidic.

These six branches show as much affinity in grammar, morphology, phonetic systems, and
vocabulary to think of a common origin, even if lots of scholars believe that Chasidic had
origins in different languages. Most probably Semitic languages are the most ancient and the
ones with more speakers. Many of the group's languages are now extinct, but they were
idioms full of historical and literal tradition, spread on significantly wide areas. Accadic, the
Assyro-Babilonian language, Moabite, Amorreic and Phoenician languages, formed themselves
around the 3™ millennium in the Middle East area. Hebraic and Aramaic, the language spoken
by Jesus, appeared during the following millennium. The family's main language is Arabic. The
Egyptian branch comprises the ancient Egyptian language, including its last evolution, Coptic
language, which survived until the 14" century. The Berber branch comprises about twenty
languages spoken by approximately twelve million people living in very scattered areas in the
wide and deserted northeast North African regions. Tuaregs' language belongs to this branch.
Lots of Berber speakers are bilingual, because they also use Arabic and because they adopt the
Arab alphabet to write in their languages. The Cuscitic languages, spoken in Ethiopia and
Somalia, along the Red Sea by about 13 million people comprise Oromic, Gallic's ethnic group
language spoken in Kenya and south Ethiopia and written with Ethiopian characters, and
Somali, written in Latin characters and spoken in Somalia, Kenya and Ethiopia. Also the Omotic
languages (also called Nilotic) are spoken in west Kenya and Ethiopia by two million people,
there are about twenty of them, according to the number of speakers the most important of
them is Walamo. Among the Chasidic languages, spoken in central and west Africa, the most
important one is the Hausa, it's origin comes from north Nigeria and neighbouring areas, but it
is also used as free language from mother tongue speakers from different countries of the
region. Hausa used to be written in Arabic characters until the 20" century, when they started
using the Latin ones.

And he said, "Whoever discovers the interpretation of these sayings will not taste death."”

And foul is the human that the lion will eat, and the lion still will become human."

And he said, The person is like a wise fisherman who cast his net into the sea and drew it
up from the sea full of little fish. Among them the wise fisherman discovered a fine large
fish.

After all, what goes into your mouth will not defile you; rather, it's what comes out of your
mouth that will defile you."

Jesus said, "When you see one who was not born of woman, fall on your faces and
worship. That one is your Father."”

Jesus said, "Perhaps people think that | have come to casy peace upon the world. They do
not know that I have come to cast conflicts upon the earth: fire, sword, war.

For there will be five in a house: there'll be three against two and two against three,
father against son and son against father, and they will stand alone.

Jesus said, "I will give you what no eye has seen, what no ear has heard, what no hand
has touched, what has not arisen in the human heart."

The disciples said to Jesus, "Tell us, how will our end come?"

Jesus said, "Have you found the beginning, then, that you are looking for the end? You
see, the end will be where the beginning is.

For there are five trees in Paradise for you; they do not change, summer or winter, and
their leaves do not fall. Whoever knows them will not taste death."

Jesus said to them, "When you make the two into one, and when you make the inner like
the outer and the outer like the inner, and the upper like the lower, and when you make
male and female into a single one, so that the male will not be male nor the female be
female, when you make eyes in place of an eye, a hand in place of a hand, a foot in place
of a foot, an image in place of an image, then you will enter [the kingdom]."

Jesus said, "When you strip without being ashamed, and you take your clothes and put
them under your feet like little children and trample then, then [you] will see the son of
the living one and you will not be afraid.”

Jesus said, "Often you have desired to hear these sayings that | am speaking to you, and
you have no one else from whom to hear them. There will be days when you will seek me
and you will not find me."

Jesus said, "The Pharisees and the scholars have taken the keys of knowledge and have
hidden them. They have not entered nor have they allowed those who want to enter to do
So.

As for you, be as sly as snakes and as simple as doves."



Jesus said, "A grapevine has been planted apart from the Father. Since it is not strong, it
will be pulled up by its root and will perish.”

Jesus said, "Whoever has something in hand will be given more, and whoever has nothing
will be deprived of even the little they have."

Jesus said, "I will destroy [this] house, and no one will be able to build it [...]."
